Portfolio Assessment %20
Portfolio assessment is a part of the assessment in this course. You have to compile 4 written tasks in your portfolio. The portfolio tasks and their points are listed below. 

1. Task 1: Writing about someone in your family (5pts)

2. Task 2: Writing a paragraph describing the city you live in (5pts)
3. Task 3: Writing your/one of your friend’s typical day (5pts)
4. Task 4: Writing a paragraph  about the success story of Mark Zuckerberg. (5pts)
Portfolio Assessment Policy
There are some certain rules that you have to know about our Portfolio Assessment Policy. They are as follows.

1. There are writing lessons/portfolio days assigned for each portfolio item(Please check their dates from your course syllabus or weekly schedule). In these portfolio days, you will write the first drafts of the tasks. Your first draft will be reviewed and marked by your course instructor and your instructor will indicate your mistakes on paper using the “Error Correction Codes”. You are expected to rewrite your task by correcting your mistakes in the first draft. You will write at least 2 drafts for your portfolio tasks and your course instructor may decide to increase this number. Regardless of the number of the drafts you have written, the first draft and the final draft of each portfolio task will be marked individually. Then, their individual scores will be added together and the total score will be obtained. This total score will be divided by 2 in order to have your score for that particular portfolio task. 

2. You have to write the first draft of the portfolio tasks in the classroom and you must submit it to the course instructor at the end of the lesson. If you don’t submit it, you will lose half of the points assigned to that task and you have to write it in the next writing lesson. Moreover, if you fail to be in the classroom in the portfolio day without an official written excuse(e.g. a health report), you will lose the half of the points assigned to the task  as well and you have to write your first draft in the next writing lesson. If you fail to be in the class without an official written excuse again in the next writing lesson, your score for that task will be 0.
3. If you have an official written excuse for not being in the classroom in the “portfolio day”, you have to inform your instructor about your excuse as soon as possible (via email or phone) and write your first draft in the classroom in the next writing lesson. You will be able to continue the process without losing points. If you fail to be in the classroom without an official written excuse in the next writing lesson, you will lose half of the points assigned to that task and you have to contact your course instructor for appointment to write your first draft.
4. You have to type your final drafts on a computer with the online document called “Student Assignment Sheet” on top of each. Your final draft has to be double spaced and typed in Times New Roman 12 point characters.

5.  When you finish the final draft for a particular portfolio task, you need to submit it to your course instructor with the first draft of the task attached. Otherwise, you will lose the half of the points you’ve got for the first draft and your final draft will not be marked.
Late Submissions Policy: If you fail to submit the final draft of the portfolio task on the due date, you will be able to submit it in “ The Late Submission Period” in return for the half of the points assigned to that task. “The Late Submission Period” ends in 7 days starting from the due date. If you fail to submit your task within “The late submission Period”, your score for that assignment will be 0.

Online Portfolios
Your course instructor may ask you to prepare your portfolios online by submitting your tasks to your course’s Moodle page. When you prepare your portfolio online, the Portfolio Assessment Policy is still valid, but the following additional rules apply:
1. When your course instructors finish marking and reviewing your first draft, they will give your first draft back to you. When you receive feedback for your first draft, you have 7 days to send it to your Course’s moodle page. In order to do this, you need to transfer your first draft to the digital medium by scanning the document on a scanner (visit school’s print center or a stationer’s shop to do so) or by taking a photo of the document using your cell phone and sending the photo to a laptop computer via cable or bluetooth. If you fail to submit in 7 days, you will be able to submit it in “ The Late Submission Period” in return for the half of the points assigned to that task. If you fail to submit your task within “The late submission Period”, your score for that assignment will be 0.
2. If you choose to take a photo of your first draft, you have to be careful about the photo quality of it. The photo must be taken with at least a 3.1 Megapixel camera in a well illuminated area. Before submitting your first draft online, check whether your first draft is legible/clear or not. 

3. Blurry/ illegible digital copies of your first draft will make you lose half of the points assigned to the task.

4. If you don’t submit your first draft to your course’s Moodle page, you will also lose the half of the points assigned to that task and your final draft will not be marked. 

5. You have to type your final drafts on a computer with the online document called “Student Assignment Sheet” on top of each. Your final draft has to be double spaced and typed in Times New Roman 12 point characters.

6. Name your documents in the following format before you submit them online. If your fail to name your file appropriately, you will lose 1 point from the score of that task.
